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Guidelines for Community Support / Charitable Giving

Since opening in May, 2009 UC Health West Chester Hospital has remained committed to improving the communities that our patients and employees call home.  In addition to our contributions to the local community as the newest, full service hospital in the area, West Chester Hospital regularly contributes in-kind services, volunteer support as well as financial gifts to fellow non-profit organizations that share the common mission of improving adult health services within the Greater Cincinnati region and beyond.
Unfortunately, due to our limited resources, we are not able to provide support for the majority of requests that we receive.  Due to the sheer volume of worthy requests for support that we receive, West Chester Hospital evaluates each opportunity individually and uses the following criteria to evaluate which programs/projects will be granted approval:

1) How closely does the mission of the requesting organization match the mission of UC Health West Chester Hospital?
2) Geographic location - Does the project / program work to improve the same geographic regions that the hospital serves?

3) Does the project/program have an established metric to gauge success or overall effectiveness?  Are their plans to ensure longer-term viability of the program / project?

4) Which segment of the population and how many will benefit by the proposed project / program?
5) What other sources of funding have been secured to support the project / program?

6) Does the requesting organization already receive support from West Chester Hospital via other initiatives, such as the annual United Way Campaign?

West Chester Hospital will not contribute in-kind or financial support to: individuals, religious organizations that are denominational or sectarian in purpose, fraternal organizations, political organizations or candidates seeking political office, organizations that discriminate on the basis of race, color, religion, national origin, gender, age, disability, political affiliation, sexual orientation, veteran status, socio-economic standing or any other legally protected status.
Requests for support are accepted throughout the year.  All submissions requesting support should be submitted well in advance (at least 60 days prior) of the planned event or activity to allow West Chester Hospital ample time to evaluate each opportunity in a thorough manner.  Previous commitments of support should not be interpreted as a guarantee for future or ongoing contributions from the hospital.
Written requests are required and should include:

1) A 1-2 page summary of the project / program.

2) A brief overview of the organization requesting support along with a detailed description of the organization’s overall mission.

3) A clear and concise explanation of what is needed (number of volunteers, items needed, dollars requested).

4) Identification of the communities / individuals who will benefit from the program / project.

5) A summary of the project / program’s expected outcomes as well as means used to quantify success.

6) A summary of the additional sources of support that have been secured (additional sponsors, etc.).
